Manual:Content organization

A guiding principle in a wiki environment is: All users can easily and immediately share their
knowledge and collaborate on content. For this to happen, it is not necessarily important that
users know how the wiki is organized.

Initially, a page can be created anywhere in the wiki, wherever a user has write access. It is, first
of all, important that the information is shared. Where the resulting wiki page ultimately lives and
how it is found does not have to be decided right away.
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In practice, however, there are many relationships between the individual pages. In addition,
there are often different target groups for different types of content.

Therefore, it is important for administrators to set up the wiki so that the content can be
meaningfully organized. There are important areas to consider:

® User roles and permissions

® Elements for structuring content:
O namespaces
O categories
O pages and subpages

The following is a simple example for content organization:

To clarify how these wiki functions can be used efficiently for a single wiki or wiki farm, a content
organization and management concept should be developed. Consider the following areas:

1. Content strategy:

1. What types of content do you share on the wiki?

2. Who creates which content?

3. Is there a need for pre-structured content formats?
2. Information architecture

1. How do | organize content, navigation paths and search capabilities to provide user-friendly access

to existing information?

2. Who has what kind of access to the content?

3. What are the target groups for the different content areas?
3. Quality management

1. Which content must be checked and by whom?

2. Do you have content with a predefined life cycle?

3. Is all content meaningfully categorized?

If you don't have a content strategy or an information architecture and ideas about quality
management in place when setting up a new wiki, don't hesitate to start using the wiki. Collect
and create content as soon as the wiki is technically available. Just make sure that data
protection aspects are clarified in advance and communicated accordingly when sharing
company information. Through the search function and various special pages, the content can
easily be searched and retrieved.

As the content grows, administrators can take inventory and structure the content based on that
information and determine policies, processes and the information architecture. The most
important decisions should be written down in a formal governance document. From then on,
content will be created and organized according to the policies, processes and architecture
decisions that are specified in this document.
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Content organisation

Categories are a feature of MediaWiki. An index page is automatically created for categories.

Pages can be categorized by adding category tags to the content. These tags generate links at
the bottom of the page that lead to an overview of all pages in the same category. This allows for
easy browsing of related pages.
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How do | use categories?

In addition to namespaces, categories are an important organizational principle in the wiki. They
allow pages to be grouped and automatically linked to the associated category pages. Categories
are usually created by users. In special cases, however, MediaWiki also assigns automatically
generated categories (e.q., Pages with broken /inks).

Features

Category tree: Categories can be organized as subcategories of main categories.

Tagging: Categories can be used to spontaneously "tag" pages.

Category manager: Categories can be systematically created and used by all users via the category
manager.

Multiple categories per page: A page can be assigned to several categories.

Independent of namespaces: Categories are available throughout the wiki and cannot be limited to
individual namespaces.

® Page queries: Categories are useful for extensions like Smartlist or Semantic Mediawiki as they are
available as query arguments.

1. In the Supplementary area at the end of the page
2. From the options menu of VisualEditor (Visual Editing)
3. Via manual input as wikitext (source code editing)
4. Using the link Page tools > ...all actions > Insert category

The supplement area contains a field for category assignment. Any user with edit rights can click
the edit link to add or remove categories from the page. To view all existing categories with
subcategories, you can click on the tree icon. Once done, the categories will be confirmed with
the tick.

The display of the page categories can be moved to the title area in the Config manager.

In the page options menu of VisualEditor there is a menu item Categories. Here you can update
category assignments to the page in edit mode, as well as add a sort key to the category.

You can
use the {{DEFAULTSORT:sortkey}} variable to create an alternative title for the sort (e.g.

® categories can be created in any number and by any user. So before you just get started, it's always
best to check which categories already exist to avoid unnecessary duplication of similar categories.
a page can be assigned to several categories.
the place in the source code where the category link is inserted is technically irrelevant. However,
the convention is to include categories at the end of an article.
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Links to category pages

For links directly to a category page, a colon is required before the namespace.
Example: [[:Category: new page]]

If the colon is missing, the link will not be created, but the page will be tagged with the category
instead.

Category pages

When users click a category link, the Category:<Category Name> page loads. All pages and
media that are assigned to a specific category are automatically listed there.

If you click on a category page that has not yet been created - linked in red - you have the option
of creating the category page.

Show all category pages

On the special page Special:Categories you can view a list of all existing categories in the
wiki. Click on a category to go to the corresponding category page. If a page in the listing has a
red background, the category is in use in the wiki, but the associated category page has not yet
been created.

Category manager

The easiest way to manage categories and subcategories is through the Special-:Category
manager page. The Category manager can be reached via the menu item G/oba/ Actions >
Management > Categories.

Books

In BlueSpice pro, several wiki pages can be displayed for a structured book with chapter
navigation. The book can also be printed as a PDF file with a cover sheet.
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Characteristics of books

Category:Organization

By default, books are created as a "general book". General books have the following

characteristics:

® They povide a chapter navigation.

On book pages, the book navigation is displayed instead of the main navigation.
A wiki page that belongs to a general book is identified by a <bookshelf /> tag in the source code.

Each page can only be included in one general book.

The bookshelf can be reached via the main navigation.

Creating a book

Books can be printed completely or partially as a PDF with a cover sheet.
They are listed alphabetically on the bookshelf. It is not possible to hide individual books.

Books are created from the page Speci/a/:Bookshel/fBookManager. This page can be reached from

the G/lobal actions menu under Management > Books.

This is then inserted as
a sub-chapter. You can move pages to the desired position later using drag & drop with the mouse.

The book is now displayed on the wiki bookshelf. The bookshelf can be reached via the entry links
in the main navigation.

Note: There is no option to go directly from the bookshelf to the book manager.

Mass-adding of pages

After clicking "Mass add", a dialog is opened. It contains different criteria for page selection:

® All pages of a category
® All subpages of a certain page

® From a page collection - page collections are lists of pages located in the MediaWiki namespace. They
are usually created from a Word import or from search results.

After adding your book pages click Save at the bottom of the page. Now you have created a page
in the namespace Book. It simply contains the list of pages that have been added to the book.

Adding metadata

While editing a book (adding or removing pages), metadata for the book can be added.
References to these metadata can be included in the PDF template. To edit metadata, select the
top-most node of the book (first page) and click the wrench icon. A dialog with a drop-down
selection of the following options is available:

Add the Bookshelf image metadata element to add a cover photo for a book in the bookshelf
gallery view. Select this option from the drop-down list and click Add. Then enter the name of the
image (without the “File:” prefix) in the value field. Any image currently uploaded to the wiki can
be used. The image will then be displayed in the book gallery. However, the image is not used as
a cover image for the PDF export (exception: B/lueSpice cloud).

If the
books browser cache is deleted or the user switches to another browser, the book
is no longer available. The main aim of temporary books is so that users
can collectively print out wiki pages as PDFs.

Exporting a book

Books, individual chapters or even individual book pages can be exported as PDF files:

1. Open the book in the book manager.

2. Select each of the pages or chapters to export by clicking the appropriate check boxes. Sub-chapters
are selected automatically.

3. Click the Export Selections drop-down menu to open a list of the available formats.

Deleting a book

When you delete a book, you only remove the book page of the book (that is, the table of
contents) in the "Book" namespace. However, the wiki pages in the book are not deleted. Before
deleting the book, a pop-up menu informs you that the bookshe/f-tag will not be automatically
removed from the pages.

The bookshelftags have no effect on the wiki pages after deleting the book page. If you want to
remove them manually, you can go to the page Special:-ReplaceText and do a "find and replace".

Duplicating a book

You can create an entire copy of the book by duplicating it:

To duplicate a book:

1. Enter a farget name: The default value is the book name with the suffix (copy/). Change this to create a
different book title.
2. Select a namespace: Choose a namespace that is different from the original namespace.

If you are not careful, you might experience some unintended consequences. By creating a new
book, you also create copies of all the wiki pages in the original book. Since a namespace cannot
contain the same page twice, you have to copy the files to a different namespace.

About the duplicated files:

® Book page: A new page in the namespace book. If you don't enter a new title, the book will be created
with the same title and the suffix (Copy). £.9. Employee Manual (Copy). This file includes a copy of the
structure of your original book with the corresponding links to the duplicated pages in the new copy.

® Wiki pages: All pages contained in the original book are duplicated. The following scenarios are
possible:

O Same namespace: If you duplicate a book in the same namespace, no actual duplicates of the
actual wiki are created. Instead, the bookshelf tag is updated to point to the copy of the book. For
example, if your original book contains the page HR.Quality assurance (the book is in the
namespace HR), the Quality assurance page now contains the bookshelf tag

O Different namespace: If you create the book copy in a different namespace, the bookshelf tag in
the original files remains unchanged. The new pages in the different namespace are created with a
bookshelf tag for the new book copy. This is most likely the scenario you want.

In edit mode, links to other wikis are added just like links to local wiki pages, but with the
interwiki prefix at the beginning.

Special use case: multilingualism

If you want to maintain multiple language versions of your wiki on separate wikis, you can use
interwiki links to cross-reference related pages.

With BlueSpice, flag symbols are automatically inserted when the interwiki links with language
abbreviations are set.

Linking the language versions:

1. Create interwiki links for the required languages and configure them in the /nterwiki /ink manager (see
above) of all language sites. The prefix must always be an ISO-3166 country code, e.g. de, en, fr.

2. Add the interwiki links at the bottom of the related pages to create the language switch. Example: In
the English article "Tree", insert the following interwiki links:

[[en:{{FULLPAGENAME}}]]
[[de:Baum]]

The result of setting the first link is that the English flag will be shown in the language selection
of the page header toolbar. This is not necessary and can also be omitted. The second link
connects the page with the related german page "Baum" in the German wiki and generates the
German flag as a switch in the header toolbar:

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Characteristics of a page template

A page template applies a predefined content structure and layout to new pages. Page templates
are useful for frequently used content formats such as meeting minutes, reference pages or
process descriptions, for example.

The following characteristics are typical for a page template:

® it can only be activated by administrators

® the underlying content itself can be created by any editor in the template namespace
® it can only be used for the initial creation of a page

® it can also contain (standard) templates

® it creates a prefilled page

® it can be restricted to certain namespaces

® it can be grouped ("tagged") with other templates

® it can contain categories

it can be applied using different page creation mechanisms, such as the New-button, an inputbox, or a
page form.

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To do this, you need to make two changes:

1. Add a wrapper and filter parameters: Apply a wrapper around your transclusion for formatting
purposes and add some filter parameters to limit the results in the list.

MediaWiki:Common.css (admin rights required)

Suppressing the namespace prefix

By default, the namespace prefix of a page is suppressed in the output formats "ul", "ol" (and other
formats). However, if you are working with a template and therefore use the /ink=none parameter in the ask
query, because you generate the link in the template yourself, then the page name is displayed with the
namespace prefix. Sample query of all pages in the QM namespace:

{{#ask: QM:++Property "Modification date" has a restricted application area and cannot
be used as annotation property by a user.

The output here is in the format @QM:My Page. To remove the namespace prefix, use the following syntax in
the template, e.g. to generate an unordered list:

*[[{{FULLPAGENAME: {{{1}}}}}|{{PAGENAME: {{{1}}}}}1]]

In this example, the full page name is linked via the "magic word" {{FULLPAGENAME}} and the page name
without namespace prefix {{PAGENAME}} is used as the link label. The resulting output is My Page.
