The  extension automatically logs-in users if they are already authenticated by Auth remoteuser
an arbitrary remote source. The extension maps the given remote user name to an existing user 
name in the local wiki database (or creates it first if it has the permissions to do so). The external 
source takes total responsibility in authenticating that user.

This allows integration with the web server's built-in authentication system (for example via the 
 environment variable, which is set through HTTP-Auth, LDAP, CAS, PAM, etc.) or REMOTE_USER

any other type of external authentication (SSL client auth, user accounts provided by different 
forum software, etc.).
